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This statement of accounts will be presented to the AGM of the parish Sunday 16 June 2019 at 12.30pm.   However, as I feel that it is important that all parishioners know the state of our finances, I have decided to circulate this summary beforehand.





On paper it looks like a good year for the parish financially.   However, we have some financial commitments that are not reflected in these figures.





It is only right that the parish pay a contribution to insurance and utility bills of St Joseph’s, which we use every Sunday.   The precise amount is being worked out.





The parish has asked the college to reconnect St Peter’s to the college heating system.   We are awaiting quotes, but the cost is likely to be about £25,000, of which the parish will pay £20,000.   This is a worthwhile investment as it will mean the church will be much warmer in winter.





I am also asking the parish to pay for some modification to my house, to facilitate the parish room being more widely used.





Taking all of these things into account, it is likely that during this year our heathy positive balance will turn into a negative balance.   However, I’m sure parishioners with rise to the challenge to help meet these increased commitments. 




































































Finally, I’m grateful to those who come to weekday Masses and contribute to the running of the parish.
