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What an extraordinary year this has been for us all.   Despite the difficulties we have all faced, the parish has not fared too badly.   Thanks to more people taking out standing orders, the collection has only fallen slightly compared with the previous year’s figures.   Of course, with 14 weddings postponed, our income from donations is down on last year.





Correspondingly, our expenses have also fallen.   Printing is now a significant item of expenditure, with missalettes, newsletters and homilies being printed each week.   However, other running expenses have reduced or stayed more or less the same.





We make a contribution to the insurance and utility bills of St Joseph’s, which we use on a Sunday.   We have decided to pay one seventh of these bills.   However, as we have not had use of the chapel since March, they have given us a significant rebate this year.





We had planned to make improvements to the St Joseph’s Cemetery.   The finance committee is studying these proposals and we will proceed with some work once the situation goes back to normal.





We are hoping that by mid-year the worst of the pandemic will be over, St Joseph’s will re-open and parishioners will be able to join students for the 11am Mass.   There are 18 weddings planned for this year.   Also, mid-year we are planning a parish AGM.
