Coming to  Mass: 
It is still important to adhere to the following 
guidelines: 
+ Do not come to church if you are unwell, self- 
    Isolating, shielding or returning from a      
    country where you have to quarantine 
+ You are advised to wear a face covering 
+ Sanitise your hands on the way in and way out 
+ You may now enter and exit the church through  
    either door.   You will no longer be required to  
   keep to the one-way system. 
+ Be mindful of those who want to keep their  
   distance and don’t “invade” their space. 
+ It is now safe to share printed materials, so  
   you may return the missalette after use.    
+ Observe social distancing as you come forward  
   for communion. 
If you are driving to Stonyhurst, you will need to 
buzz security at the white gates.
