Because Jesus risen and ascended into Heaven 
sends His disciples to spread the Gospel 
throughout the world; therefore, the Ascension 
exhorts us to raise our gaze to Heaven, to then turn 
it back immediately to earth, carrying out the tasks 
that the Risen Lord has entrusted to us.”
